Dear Vintage Motorcycle friends , 
 
in 1985 Nico Hansen and Heinz Kindler found the Int. 2 days Vintage Motorcycle Run 
North Germany. The idea was a run for pre 1940 motorcycles to show the reliability 
of our “old” bikes. The other idea was to find a Meetingpoint for Vintage Motorcycle 
Friends in the heart of Europe. Kaltenkirchen is lovely little town north of Hamburg 
direct on the motorway A7  to Danmark.  
The result was amazing. 152 entries located from Lillehammer in Norway to Vienna, 
Austria did their way to Kaltenkirchen. The oldest bike was Horst Klett’ s 1901 
Achilles with flat belt drive transmission and surface carburettor. 
There was abig number of Riders from Danmark including Svend Nissen, Leif 
Obbekaer Hansen, Bent Leming and Ejnar Boll on a magnificent 1920 ABC 
motorcycle. 
British riders of the first event were Wally Flew, Sid Mason, Dr. Nicholas Hill and the 
“Active Riders Section” of the VMCC with John Harvey and Terry Martin. 
Since then in 1988, 1992 ,2000 and 2003 more “North German” runs were organized. 
The biggest  runs were the 2 Windmill Trophy which were held in 1992 and 2000 
together with the North German Run with 233 and 204 entries. During the years we 
could welcome riders from Norway, Sweden, Danmark, Netherlands, England, 
Scotland, Austria, Czech Republic, Latvia, Australia and all parts of Germany. 
Trusty friends from England were  Terry Martin, Geoff Davies, Ken Blake and his 
wife, John Barker, Wilf Banks and Ron Fleming from Scotland 
We remember the Dr. Nicholas Hill with wife Janet , Brian Frank with his wife, John 
Harvey with wife June and Sam Cox. All were great riders and we still feel lucky to 
had them here in North Germany.   
Our special thanks to Charles Godfrey and his wife Gill, who visited us in all events 
between 1988 and 2003. Sadly Charles passed away in 2005. His memories will be 
held in this event with the Charles Godfrey Memorial Trophy for the the best 
presentation of Rider and Machine.  
     
On the 15./16. July 2006 the 6. Int 2 Days Vintage Motorcycle Run North Germany 
was hold. We could welcome again 135 motorcycles with riders from 5 Nations and 
we started the first constant speed run for over 40 pre 1924 motorcycles on the 
Kaltenkirchen “Festplatz” curcuit. The GTÜ Pioneer Trophy was won by Mrs. Nina 
Roes from Holland with her 1920 Douglas Motorcycle 
 
 
 
 



The North German Run was started by the member of the German Parliament , Mr. 
Gero Storjohann. He was the Co Driver of Jürgen Lamm, who started with the oldest 
vehicle the 1899 De Dion Bouton “Victoria” Combination.  
 
Famous entries were our old european Speedway Champion Svend Nissen from 
Danmark , now 88 years “young” with his 1920 Sarolea. The Visitor trophy was won 
by Mrs Jaqueline Bickerstaff from Daventry / England. She rode her 1926 HRD on 
own power to Kaltenkirchen and visited the FIM Rallye in Berlin a week later as well. 
Overall winner was Bernd Tafel from Gyhum Bockel with his 1905 NSU. 
The Sponsor’s Trophy , The MAN B&W Trophy for the concour de Elegance was won 
by Ingemar Thulin from Sweden with his 1937 Harley Davidson 
 
At the end after a succeesful weekend we follow the famous Queen Mary II on a Elbe 
River Boat on the Farewell Parade with all our international visitors. Many Thanks to 
our Main Sponsor, MAN  B&W Diesel A/S Kopenhagen for their support. 
 
In 2009 the 7. Int. Vintage Motorcycle Weekend “North Germany  celebrated   
“50 years Veteranen Fahrzeug Verband e.V.” , the golden anniversary of Germany’s 
oldest society for all  kinds of Vintage vehicles. Again 135 historic motorcycles 
manufatured between 1901 and 1955 with riders from 8 different nations came 
together.  For the first time we had visitors from Finland, Belgium, Switzerland and 
the isle of Man. We could  welcome the Yves Campion the president of the belgium 
historic motorcycle club on his original Gillet “Ladies Modell” and dutchman Robert 
Kreunen who shows us an original czech Böhmerland “3 position Motorcycle in 
action. Speaker of the run was for the first time the former grasstrack and speedway 
world champion Egon Müller. 
 
17 historic cyclists including two “Penny 
Farthings” took part in the 4. Int. Historic cycle 
meeting “Schleswig-Holstein. 
Winner of the run was again Horst Klett with 
his unique 1901 Achilles motorcycle. 
The event ended with a boat trip on the river 
“Alster” through the gardens of Hamburg on 
the steamer “St. Georg” from the year 1898. 
 
In 2012 the 8. Int. 2 days VFV/ADAC Vintage 
motorcycle run will take place together with the famous 30. Int. Windmill Rally from 
20.-22. July 2012 in Kaltenkirchen. 
The organising club MSC Kaltenkirchen e.V. will celebrate his 60. anniversary and 
we like to welcome over 150 pre 1945 motorcycles and their riders from different 
european nations in Kaltenkirchen.
